Oral Presentations

Please bring your presentation to the Speakers' Preparation room at least 2 hours before your presentation.

  

A technician will assist you in transferring the presentation onto the Nanotoxicology 2010 computer system. When the transfer is complete, the technician will perform a quick run through of the presentation in order for you to check whether the presentation runs correctly and that the entire presentation is copied.

  

We do not allow the use of personal laptops for presentations. Please bring your presentation on a CD, DVD or memory stick.

   

The location of the Speakers' Preparation room will be shown in the Final programme, which you will collect from at the registration desk at the start of the conference.

   

Abstracts will be published within the conference book of abstracts and on the conference CD. 

Please also consider submitting your work as an article for the journal Nanotoxicology.

Poster Presentations

Please observe the following when you prepare your poster:

 

All posters should include title, name of authors, institution, city and country. The language of the poster should be English. The poster should be easily readable from a distance of 2 meters.

  

The measurement of your poster should be approximately A0 Portrait, (maximum 120cm high x 90cm wide / 47in. high and 34in. wide).

 

Please bring your poster to the conference yourself - do not post it.

  

You will receive your poster number via email before the conference. Please mount your poster on the corresponding poster board. The Nanotoxicology 2010 Conference Organising Committee will provide equipment for setting up the posters on the boards.    

Posters can be mounted from 08.00 – 12.00 on Wednesday 2nd June.

All posters must be removed at the latest Friday 7th June, before 16.00.

Poster Regulations: 

· Advertising matters/corporate logos should be avoided on the poster.

· Sponsored posters should be identified by a text like: “This work has been made possible by an educational/research grant from ‘Company X Ltd.’”.
